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ADVANCED ARBITRATION ACADEMY
MISSION STATEMENT

This program has been developed jointly by the ICC International Court of Arbitration (Paris, France), ICC Russia and the Chartered Institute of Arbitrators (London, the UK). 
The need for the program was prompted by the growing number of East-West arbitrations involving former USSR countries and a high demand for qualified younger arbitrators with the ability to act in accordance with international standards.

This program provides professional upgrade for senior and upper mid-level arbitration practitioners interested in arbitrator’s carrier. The program covers the main stages of the arbitration proceedings from an arbitrator’s point of view. It aims at improving legal background but also developing practical skills in case management and drafting. 

It is understood that the practitioners who successfully complete the course must demonstrate a decent command of the arbitration procedures and techniques and shall be fully capable of discharging the functions of arbitrators in international arbitration cases. 

The course also gives a unique platform for dialogue with the leading professionals and networking.

Both the institutions and the arbitration practitioners would benefit from this program.
The program shall qualify for MCIArb
 level without additional assessment. Application and membership fees shall be charged to the successful participants wishing to join CIArb as Members. 

DESCRIPTION OF THE PROGRAM

This course is designed for two years, divided into 8 three-months blocks.

Each block will consist of:

1. Review and study by the participants the relevant topic on the basis of recommended materials;

2. Analysis of practical situations based on ICC and CIArb cases;

3. Drafting procedural documents (correspondence with the parties, Terms of References, procedural orders, awards etc.);
4. One day colloquium where a key-note speaker (speakers) discusses practical situations with the participants.

Organizational support, Coordination, Speakers and Moderators
The program will be organized by ICC Russia, the director of the program is Vladimir Khvalei.  Program Coordinators assisting him are Ekaterina Kobrin and Ekaterina Solomatina of Baker & McKenzie. 

The key-note speakers and moderators are selected for each session based on the professional background most suitable to the session topics. The lists of the key-note speakers announced by this program are subject to minor amendments subject to the speakers’ availability. 
Participants
This program is limited to 40 participants who possess:

1. Experience in international commercial arbitration;

2. Advanced English language knowledge. 

Selection of participants shall be made by the ICC Russia based on the participants’ CVs and application letters. Participants with the most appropriate background for efficient developing of the knowledge and skills pertinent to an arbitrator shall be selected. 
Program Qualification Exercises
At each session the participants will be provided with a list of required and recommended reading to be completed before the next session.  The session colloquiums shall be structured based on the understanding that the participants have studied the list of required and recommended reading. The participants’ participation in the workshop discussions shall be essential. 

The written exercises shall be in connection with the topics covered at the session. The guidelines and materials for the written exercise shall be provided. The exercises shall be checked by the tutors; feedback shall be provided in the beginning of the following session.

Certification
A certificate will be issued upon successful completion of the course by the ICC Court to provide for public recognition for the level of expertise. Certificate shall be issued to all participants who attended no less than 7 sessions and successfully completed 100% of the written exercises. 

MCIArb

Successful completion of this course as outlined will fill requirements to CIArb Member-level eligibility (covering CIArb Introduction course and Modules 1 & 2 International Arbitration). No additional qualification tests shall be required. The successful participants would simply present the certificates and pay the application and membership fee in place at the time they complete the course and apply to CIArb.
Language

English
Time and Venue
The colloquia shall take place in Moscow, Russia. The 8 blocks colloquia will be held on Thursdays except block II and will normally take the whole day. 
Fees and Costs

The program fee is EURO 5000 + VAT. The fee includes registration on the course, assessments, lunch and refreshments throughout the day (schedule is attached). 
A 50 % discount applies to the registration fees to be paid by the ICC Russia Members and applicants employed by the ICC Russia Members. 

Case study materials shall be provided for the workshops electronically. It shall be the participants’ responsibility to have the materials printed and organized for the workshops. 

With rare exceptions, compulsory reading materials shall not be provided. Purchasing the materials shall be the responsibility of the participants.  

No travel and lodging costs shall be covered by the program fee. Any itinerary and hotel reservations shall the responsibility of the participants. 

CIArb fees shall be charged to the MCIArb applicants as at the time of the application for membership.
